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Annual Meeting Minutes

May 17, 2010

Luke Russell, President of the Garwood Water Cooperative, opened the meeting with introductions of the board Members which include:  Kendall Bodkin, Gary Rowles, Glen Rothrock, Treasurer, and Donna Osborne, Secretary.  Leslie Abrams was also introduced as the Cooperative’s Water Operator.

Luke read and asked for any changes or corrections to the 2009 Annual Meeting minutes.  There being none, the minutes were approved as written.  

Glen handed out a copy of the Treasurer’s Report Summary, and reviewed it with all present.  From 12/31/2008 to 12/31/2009 there was a loss in the Cooperative’s liquid total of $2,063.42.

Luke gave a summary of the Special Meeting that was held in March 8, 2010 for those members present.

Glen distributed to members a summary of 2009’s Water Testing Results and reviewed it with members.  In August, 2009 there was total coli form present, however further testing showed none.
Luke mentioned that the resealing of the reservoir tanks did not take, and will have to be resealed.  Timing and weather contributed to this result.

Cross connection was explained.  A letter received from DEQ regarding cross contamination was distributed to members.  Testable devices to prevent cross connection were also explained.   Leslie explained that it is crucial to the system’s integrity to insure there are no cross connections.  If you have a cross connection, such as a sprinkler system, a double check valve system that is testable must be installed.  The system must be tested by a certified operator.  Kendall reported that if the Cooperative has at least 20 members that have testable devices that need to be tested to contact him and he can arrange a test for a fee of $20.00 each system.

Luke and Board members explained the duties of Water Works as they relate to the Cooperative.  Luke stressed the importance of having Water Works under contract for the Cooperative.

Luke stated we have one Board member that is up for reelection/ratification and that is Luke Russell.  He opened and asked for nominations from the floor.  D. Brison was nominated, and by a show of hands, as well as, proxies that Board had received, Luke Russell was reelected for another term.

Luke asked if there were any questions, comments, concerns from those members present.  One member asked what the Board’s position was on the RV Park.  Glen Rothrock stated that the Board will not service the RV park, as the Board will not service commercial entities.  Mr. Saylor spoke up and said that the Board had previously approved his RV Park for water service.  Glen stated that the Board did not.
Mike Waller mentioned that he did not have enough pressure to run a sprinkler system.  Luke stated that Water Works would test his pressure.  

Karen Englestad asked if the Board had acted on her letter in which she inquired about a meter on her property that belonged to another property.  Glen will check the easement folder to determine if one was obtained.

Pegasus wrecking yard would like a consult over a bill he received from the Cooperative regarding a leak on his property.  Luke will meet with him.

Discussion occurred on the reading of Mr. Gmeiner’s meter and why the Cooperative couldn’t use their easement on D. Brison’s property which allows for relative easy access to Gmeiner’s meter.  Discussion followed and the Board will further discuss this issue and obtain legal advice.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:05 PM.
