The Spirit Lake East water system is located in Township 53 North, Range 4 West, Sections 2, 3, 4, 9, 10, and 11 in Kootenai County, Idaho. The water system also serves a small development in Township 54 North, Range 4 West, Section 35. This development is known as Treeport. Treeport is located in Bonner County, Idaho. The water system currently serves approximately 297 residential connections.
Spirit Lake East water system consists of one 100 HP well, one 192,000 gallon capacity concrete storage tank, three booster pumps, and approximately 17 miles of PVC water lines. Construction of the water system occurred in three phases and was started in the late 1970’s. Currently many upgrades have been made to the water system, including a new metal structure erected to protect the water reservoir, all new electrical components in the pump house, and a new generator capable of running the entire facility in the case of a power outage. 
Spirit Lake East Water Company is currently owned by Leslie Abrams and is operated by Water Works, Inc. 

Last year, we conducted tests for drinking water contaminants. More information about this and other possible contaminants can be found in the pages of this report.

This report is a snapshot of the quality of the water that we provided last year. Your water comes from two wells. Water is drawn from the wells and pumped to the distribution system.

General Drinking Water Information

The sources of all drinking water, not just ours (both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells. As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally occurring minerals, and in some cases, radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting from the presence of animals or from human activity.

Contaminants that may be present in source water include:

· Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural livestock operations and wildlife.
· Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which can be naturally-occurring or result from urban storm water runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and gas production, mining or farming.

· Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources, such as agriculture and residential uses.

· Radioactive contaminants, which are naturally-occurring.

· Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of industrial processes and petroleum production, and can also come from gas stations urban storm water runoff, and septic systems.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, EPA prescribes regulations, which limit the amount of certain contaminants in water provided by public water systems. We treat our water according to EPA’S regulations. Food and Drug Administration regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water, which must provide the same protection for public health.
